LOCAL TELEPHONE EXCHANGE SERVICE

COMBINATION MAIN STATION SERVICE

A. GENERAL

1.

Combination Main Station Service applies to cases whers a
customer wishes to contract for a main station service at each
of two separate locations (ordinarily each station will be
assigned a separate telephone number) within the same exchange,
so as to be able to answer calls for one main station at the
other main station location or both stations at either location.

Combination Main Station Service is provided only in connection
with individual 1lines (excluding coin box 1lines and lines
terminating in key telephone systems, key ' equipment, key
cabinets, and similar switching devices) and is furnished
subject to the ability of the Telephone Company to provide
satisfactory transmission and signaling arrangements and to the
rate treatment outlined herein.

Combination Main Station Service may be employed where one
station is at a business location and the other at a residence
or where both stations are at either business or residence
locations, but only in connection with services contracted for
and used by the same customer.

JOINT USER SERVICE

GENERAL

Joint User Service is an arrangement whereby a person or firm-
designated a Joint User - is permitted to use the service of a
customer. To facilitate this use, a directory 1listing is
provided for each Joint User.

Joint User Service 1s provided only in connection with
individual 1line business sexvice and private branch exchange
business service.

The Joint User must be located in the same office or suite of
offices as the customer, or in an office immediately adjacent
thereto and connected therewith by passageways other than public
passageways.

Joint User Service 1is not furnished in association with the
service of a customer who is engaged primarily in performing
service of a secretarial nature or who is in the business of
renting space to transient or permanent tenants.

No separate ring numbers of distinctive designations are
assigned for the purpose of signaling Joint Users.

Joint User Service must be contracted for by the original
customer who is required to assume responsibility for all
charges incurred by the Joint User.

Charges for Joint User Service date from the day the service is
first rendered. The Joint User Service is automatically
discontinued upon termination of the main service. The minimum
charge for Joint User Service, however, is the charge for the
period of one month.

8. After the listing of a Joint User has been inserted in the
directory, such Joint User Service shall not be discontinued

during the 1ife of the directory - but not to exceed one year,
unless:

a. The maln station service is also discontinued.

b. The Joint User moves from the premises in which the main
station is located.

C. The Joint User establishes main station service on the same
premises.

Joint User Service, including one 1listing in the directory, is
furnished at 1/2 the charge for one Individual Business Line, per

month.

PAYSTATION SERVICE

A. GENERAL

Paystation Service provides telephone service to a customer-
leased or owned paystation with or without coin collecting
devices. A Paystation Access Line permits providers of such
service to provide pay telephone service to the public.

B. DEFINITIONS

Coin Supervision - Provides signaling capability from the central
office for paystations that do not have a signaling capability
within the telephone. This signaling capability provides
operators ‘and/or operator systems coin control.

Customer - For the purposes of this tariff, the customer is the
Paystation Sexvice Provider.

Network TInterface Device - A company-provided FJack or its
equivalent. It is the point of connection between the Company
owned wiring and wiring owned by the customer. For the purposes
of this tariff, the network interface device will be installed at
a location mutually agreed upon by the customer and the Company.

Originating Line Screening (OLS} - Enables operator sexrvice
providers to determine whether there are billing restrictions on
the exchange access line from which a call originates. OLS
service delivers codes on operator assisted calls to identify
calls originating from privately owned paystations, inmate
locations, and hotels/motels, etc. Rates for this service are
found in the appropriate interstate access tariff, when facilities
and service are available.

Paystation Access Line - A basic coin transmission dial tone line.
It is a line side connection from the local exchange switch to the
point of demarcation at the customer premises.

Selective Class of Call Screening - Enables the customer to
restrict outgoing operator-handled calls, placed over the
Company's network, from the service point to only those calls
which are charged to a called telephone, a third party or a
calling caxrd. Selective Class of Call Screening will be provided
at the customer's option, where such facilities are available.

PAYSTATION SERVICE

Paystation Service will be considered a business Service
for the purpose of applying the terms, rates and
conditions found elsewhere in this tariff.

Only one paystation instrument may be connected to each
Paystation Access Line. Off-Premise Extensions are not
permitted.

The customer shall be responsible for the installation,
operation and maintenance of any paystation instrument
used in connection with this service.

Requests to Directory Assistance Service originated from
paystations will be charged the applicable rate of the
Directory Assistance Service Provider.

Directory listings may be provided under the regulations
that govern the furnishing of listings for business
customers.

Coin-free operator and emergency 911 access must be
available from all paystations.

One directory will be distributed to the customer without
charge for each paystation business exchange line.

The customer is responsible for the provision of booths,
shelves, directories and all other ancillary equipment.

The customer shall be responsible for the payment of
charges for all local and toll messages originating from
or accepted at this type of service, including any
Directory Assistance Calls. The Company shall not be
liable for shortages of coins collected and deposited at
the customer's paystation instrument.

The Company reserves the right to disconnect service when
the customer does not comply with the F.C.C. and state
rules and regulations related to paystation serxrvice and
equipment.

A. General

1.

Centrex Service is a central office-based, flat rate, communication service
which provides capabilities similar to those offered on a Private Branch
Exchange, but without requiring switching equipment on the customer’s
premises. Centrex integrates all customer lines into a single telecom-
munications system.

Centrex Service is a local exchange telecommunications service provided
from a suitably equipped telephone company central office with available
outside plant.

Centrex permits the direct dialing between lines connected to the service
and the direct dialing of outgoing calls. Incoming calls are received by
direct inward dialing from the calling party to the station line or through
an attendant console.

The Centrex station lines includes a local loop (which includes dial tone
and a telephone number) and the unregulated basic features package.
Unregulated optional features and services are available.

Centrex is offered only as a complete service. The local loop is not pro-
vided without unregulated basic features or vice versa.

Centrex lines that terminate in key system common equipment or other CPE that
performs pooling or switching functions must be provided in a "squared" arrangement
in order to retain Centrex tariff rates. A "squared" arrangement is one in which the
number of Centrex lines equals the number of stations/lines served by the key system
common equipment or the CPE switching/pooling equipment. If the number of
stations serviced by the key system common equipment or the CPE switching/pooling
equipment exceeds the number of Centrex lines, the Centrex lines will be rated at the
appropriate Key Trunk or PBX Trunk rates as found in Tariff M.P.S.C. No. 1R of this
tariff,

Federal End User Common Line Charge (EUCL)

The Federal End User Common Line Charge (EUCL) will be assessed based upon the
total number of Centrex lines to which the customer subscribes.

The Centrex customer may choose to pay for the service on a month-to-
month basis or under a service contract plan. A month-to-month Centrex
customer may, at any time, convert to a service contract plan.

The monthly rate for customers choosing the service period plan is
guaranteed. against company initiated changes during the selected service
contract period.

Subsequent line additions/deletions to the original service contract period
will be treated as follows:

a.

When a customer increases the number of Centrex lines, and the
addition of lines causes the customer to qualify for a lower-rate tier,
the customer shall be billed at the lower rates, as specified in B.1.,
for both the existing lines and the lines subsequently added.

Subsequent line deletions, resulting in reductions equal io or
exceeding 20% of the initial quantity of lines under contract, will be
considered a termination liability and treated as specified in C.8.
below. Remaining lines will be billed at the tiered rates for the
smaller line size group, as specified in B.1. above.

Termination Liabilities shall be treated as follows:

a.

If the service is cancelled by the customer after installation of the
service but prior to the completion of the service period, the
customer shall be obligated to pay a termination liability charge.
The charge is calculated by multiplying the monthly rate by the
remaining months in the contract period times fifty percent (50%).

A customer who reduces the quantity of Centrex lines under con-
tract has the following options for the duration of the contract period:

1}  Continue to pay an amount equal to the monthly rate for the
number of Centrex station lines that are disconnected under
contract, or;

2) Pay termination charges as described in C.7. above on the
number of Centrex stations lines disconnected.

At the Telephone Company's discretion, the non-recurring service estab-
lishment charges (per-system and per-line charges), as provided in para-
graph B.1., may be reduced or waived during promotional campaigns
and/or as a part of customer negotiations.

All exchange items in a Centrex group must have the same billing
arrangement, either flat-rate or measured service (where offered).

When used with Call Forwarding or Call Transfer, the Centrex customer
is responsible for the payment of the applicable toli charges for each
billable call connected over the public network between the Centrex
station and the station at which the call is answered. The charge is
applicable to each call answered, including the Call Forwarding set-up
call. It also applies to collect and person-to-person calls, which may be
refused at the answering station.

Terminal equipment may be offered by the Telephone Company under
contract or may be provided by the customer.

Unless specifically exempted, Centrex service shall be subject to all
general regulations applicable to the provision of service by Westphalia
Telephone Company in M.P.5.C. No. 1 tariff.
